Issues for discussion (1/4)

Etymon-harmoni(s/z)ation
• BrE OED
• Hyphenation; e.g. baby(-)sitter; co(-)operation; anti(-) 

American
• butterfly (bow tie)
• +/- def. article +/- infinitive marker: 
Alicja 08.04.18: ”I did not add "to" in the English infinitival 
etymons in the end. We need some general agreement on this 
issue.” EX: does to be or not to be start with the letter T or B, 
or to have a cake and eat it starts with the letter T or H?
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Issues for discussion (2/4)

Classification & PoS of phrasemes
• Alicija (22.04.18): I want to ask how we should label 

e.g. butterfly effect and Black Friday: are they "nouns" or 
"other"?
e.g. to be or not to be: "verb" or "other"?
e.g. at the end of the day (idiomatic sense): "other"?

• Gisle (23.04.2018): I would classify the first two as nouns
(which happen to be compounds written as two words), “to 
be …” as POS other I guess, since it is not a verb in the 
ordinary sense, but has nominal function, and as phrasemic 
type “idiom”. The same goes for “at the end of the day” –
other + idiom.

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Issues for discussion (4/4)

Whose pronunciation? (Elżbieta 12.03.18)

• Elzbieta 12.03.18: ” It's clear that we agreed to use the IPA but now I 
have certain doubts since those who don't know English and  would like 
to check the pronunciation of an English loan wouldn't be able to follow 
it”

• Henrik 13.03.18: ” I don’t see the relevance of (British) RP 
pronunciation. The point of the GLAD project is to describe the specifics 
of Anglicisms in recipient speech communities, not to prescribe British 
norms. Only in genuine code-switching will we find truly ‘native’ 
pronunciations of English words in RL countries. So instead of 
prescribing meaningless RP (or general American English) norms, as 
GLAD contributors we should – if we include data on pronunciation –
show how a given item is in fact pronounced in, say, Polish or Italian
